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Introduction

This checklist has been made up for the purpose of the field trips E22 Latgale / N18 Achterhoek. It offers a structured approach to these field trips. A secondary purpose is to include this checklist into the “Roads and regional Development” toolkit as a blueprint for field trips, if it proves to be a useful instrument during the field trips E22 Latgale / N18 Achterhoek.
By means of a number of questions on different viewpoints, the checklist offers a framework that may be helpful in achieving a structured impression of the area that is studied. Some of the questions can be answered from direct observation. In other cases, answers need to be found in communication with representatives from local organizations or individuals.
The different categories in which the questions are subdivided are:

· Road characteristics

· Spatial characteristics

· Traffic characteristics

· Meetings with organizations/ individuals
· Institutional context
Below the questions are stated, per category:

Road characteristics:

1 Which highways are connected due to the E22/N18?

2 What are the names and the size of the communities, which are situated in the neighborhood of the E22/N18?

3 Does the E22/N18 have junctions with secondary roads and give an indication of the number of junctions?

4 Give an indication of the length of the E22/N18?

5 What is the speed limit on the E22/N18?

Spatial developments:

6 Are there business areas situated in the neighborhood of the E22/N18? Give an indication of the number and the size of the business areas.

7 What kinds of private companies are situated in the neighborhood of the E22/N18? (f.e. small medium sized enterprise)

8 Are there internationally known private companies situated in the region of the E22/N18?

9 In what economic sectors are private companies mainly active?

10 Are there spatial developments visible at the moment? (development of housing and business areas)

11 Land use (agriculture, forest, etc.)

Traffic:

12 Give an indication of the share of heavy traffic, which uses the E22/N18?

13 Is there congestion on the E22/N18?

14 What is the origin-destination of the traffic? Transit? Local?

Meetings with local organizations:
15 Local or regional administrative bodies: zoning plans, administrative momentum
16 Chamber of commerce: private companies in the region, administrative momentum
17 Development agencies: Regional development plans, administrative momentum

18 Private companies

Institutional context:

19 Administrative organization  and competences on self government levels. How many government layers?
20 Which levels are responsible for the economic and spatial planning?
21 If layer on regional level doesn’t  exist how is partnership guaranteed  and possible impact on government decisions?

22 Do exist Regional Development Agencies (RDA) in the regions, which are its main stakeholders / members, what are their competences and under which ministry do they work?
23 Which other organizations or NGOs do exist on regional level with main concern for socio-economic development?

24 Try to list main indicators on regional economic development (with reference data on national and/or EU level): GDP/capita, Employment rate, unemployment rate, Direct foreign investments) See annex I.
